Article V Permitted Uses, Section 4. (c) Proposed removal of trees, with the view of preserving as many trees as possible,
preventing soil erosion, and the general protection and welfare of the environment and the residential community.
Diseased or unhealthy trees under the size of 20 feet may be removed without Association approval but removal of any
tree above 20 feet must have Association and Oviedo City approval. The City of Oviedo will require a permit to remove a
tree.
